1.	Applicability





Construction Specification CS-13 is applicable for the excavation and backfill of trenches for pipelines and conduits.

	f.	Backfill provisions.





	g.	The approximate location and limits of utility right-of-way or easements, if applicable.





	h.	Special requirements for control of erosion, sedimentation water pollution and 


		air pollution.





	i.	Specify method measurement and payment, if applicable.
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
