CONSTRUCTION SPECIFICATION

406.  BENTONITE TREATMENT

1. SCOPE

The work shall consist of the application of bentonite to the constructed wetland necessary for performing the purpose required under the contract.

2. Materials
Bentonite obtained shall be of good quality and condition when obtained by the supplier.  It shall be free of clumps and other debris.

Storage of bentonite material shall be in accordance to manufacturer’s recommendations.

Equipment to be used shall be a roll or a drag plank to evenly spread the material on the ground.

3. COMPACTION

Prior to compaction, the soil should be cleared of all vegetation, debris, rocks, and plant roots.  All holes and crevices should be filled with uniform materials.  The soil should be scarified to a depth of 8-10 inches with a disk.  Thickness of the compacted layer should not be less than 8 inches.

4. APPLICATION

Bentonite should be spread evenly over the entire area, including the additional 1 foot to each side, to be sealed, well mixed with the existing material, and compacted as previously described in Section 3 of this specification.

Application for the treatment under this contract requires 1.25 pounds of bentonite per square foot area.

To ensure even and thorough distribution of bentonite mark the surface in 10 foot by 10 foot squares.  In each, apply the required amount of bentonite needed (1.25 lb. x 100 square foot = 125 lbs.).

PAYMENT
For items of work, for which specific unit prices are established in the contract, bentonite treatment will be measured in pounds used.

Payment for each item of bentonite treatment will be made at the contract unit price.  Such payment will constitute full compensation for all labor, materials, equipment, transportation, tools, and all other items necessary and incidental to the completion of the work, except items listed for payment elsewhere in the contract.
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
