CONSTRUCTION SPECIFICATION

284.  EROSION CONTROL
 1.
SCOPE
The work shall consist of preparing the surface, furnishing and placing mulch for temporary erosion control, and also includes the work required to remove debris when time period has elapsed.

 2.
MATERIALS
Straw mulch - shall be new straw derived from rice, wheat, oats, or barley and be free of mold and noxious weed seed.  Straw shall be furnished in air dry bales.  The Contractor shall furnish evidence that clearance has been obtained from the County Agricultural Commissioner, as required by law, before straw obtained from outside the county in which it is to be used is delivered to the site.

Plastic netting - shall be a polypropylene extruded plastic netting with square of rectangular openings not greater than 3/4-inches and weight of not less than 2.6 lbs. per 1000 square feet.

Staples - shall be made of 9-gauge wire or greater, "U" shaped with legs at least 8-inches in length.

 3.
SURFACE PREPARATION
Areas to be treated shall be dressed to a reasonably smooth, firm surface.

The finished surface shall not contain any rock, or clods greater than 2-inches, and shall be compacted to the same density as the underlying material.  Some hand raking and manual work will be required to obtain the finish of the surface area.

No implement shall be used that will create an excessive amount of downward movement of soil on sloping areas.

 4.
MULCHING
The mulch covering shall be distributed uniformly over the surface immediately after surface preparation.

A straw mulch shall be uniformly applied at a rate of 2 tons per acre over the entire surface of the seeded area.  The mulch shall be applied by hand, blower, or other suitable equipment.  If the straw is applied with a blower, it shall not be chopped in lengths less than 6 inches.

The straw mulch shall be anchored in place by the use of hand tools, mulching rollers, and disks.  Netting shall be applied immediately after the straw much is placed and shall be anchored by staples.

Staples shall be driven perpendicularly into the slope and shall be spaced approximately 5 feet apart down the sides and in a grid pattern over the center of the roll.  Spacing between staples at the upper end of a roll or at the end overlap of two rolls shall not exceed 1 foot.

REMOVAL
After the lapse of time for erosion control, the contractor shall remove and dispose of the mulch and/or netting from the surface, prior to starting the other major items of construction.

In lieu of removal the Contractor may request to incorporate the mulch into the soil, and to remove any other debris such as netting.  Such a request is subject to the approval of the Contracting Officer's Technical Representative.

MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT
Method 1  For items of work for which specific unit prices are established in the contract, the measurement of erosion control will be made by field surveys based on the actual areas approved for treatment to the nearest 0.01 acre as determined by the slope surface measurements.  Payment will be made at the contract unit price per acre as shown on the bid schedule.  This price and payment shall constitute full compensation for furnishing all material, labor, tools, and equipment and for performing all operations required to complete the work.

Method 2  For items of work for which specific lump sum prices are established in the contract, no measurement for erosion control will be made.  Payment will be made at the contract lump sum price for locations delineated on the drawings.  Payment will constitute full compensation for furnishing all materials, labor, tools, and equipment and for performing all operations required to complete the work.

All Methods  Compensation for any item of work described in the contract but not listed in the bid schedule will be included in the  payment for the item of work to which it is made subsidiary.  Such items and the items to which they are made subsidiary are identified in Section 7.
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
