CONSTRUCTION SPECIFICATION

203.  SOLIDS SEPARATOR

1. SCOPE

The work shall consist of the installation of a solids separator and all its necessary appurtenances necessary for performing the purpose required under the contract.

2. Materials
Materials shall be of good and quality condition.  CMU (Concrete Masonry Unit) to be used are 2 celled hollow blocks one size at 8”x8”x16” and the other at 6”x8”x16”.  4”x4”x8” formed blocks shall be used to fill in the gaps of each of the 6”x8”x16” block layers.  The formed blocks shall be in conformance to Construction Specification 232, Structure Concrete.

Rebars shall be of 40 ksi strength and shall be rust-free, clean, etc.

Inlet and Outlet waste transfer pipes shall be of 4” Schedule 80 P.V.C. pipe and shall be in conformance with Construction Specification 45, Plastic Pipe.

3. PLACEMENT METHODS

Solids separator shall be placed on the elevation and grade as shown in the drawings.

Placement of rebars shall be in conformance to Construction Specification 34, Steel Reinforcement, and as shown on the drawings.

Placement of 4” waste transfer pipe shall be in accordance to the Construction Specification 45, Plastic Pipe, and as shown in the drawings.

4.
PAYMENT
For items of work for which specific unit prices are established in the contract, solids separator will be measured as a unit.

Payment for solids separator will be made at the contract unit price.  Such payment will constitute full compensation for all labor, materials, equipment, transportation, tools, and all other items necessary and incidental to the completion of the work, except items listed for payment elsewhere in the contract.
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
