CONSTRUCTION SPECIFICATION

404.  TERRACES

1.
SCOPE

The work shall consist of construction the terraces at locations shown on the drawings or as directed by the Engineer.

2.
MATERIALS
The earth material used in constructing the earthfill portions of the terrace shall be obtained form the terrace channel, or other approved sources.

3. 
FOUNDATION PREPARATION
The foundation area of the embankment sections shall be stripped of all grass, straw, debris, or other unsuitable material and scarified prior to placing fill.

4.
PLACEMENT

Fill material shall contain no frozen particles, rock particles greater than 6 inches in diameter, sod, brush, or other objectionable material.  The fill material shall be placed in horizontal lifts not to exceed the thickness specified for the method of compaction.

Compaction shall meet the requirements described as follows:

a.
Sheepsfoot roller – the maximum layer thickness shall be eight (8) inches before compaction.  The roller shall have staggered, uniformly spaced tamping feet and be equipped with suitable cleaners.  The weight of the roller shall be not less than 2,500 pounds per foot of width.  The maximum speed of the compaction equipment shall be 3 miles per hour.

The entire surface of each layer placed shall receive six passes of this equipment to attain the necessary compaction.  Adjustments in the number of passes may be necessary during construction.

b.
Pneumatic tired equipment – the maximum layer thickness before compaction shall be six (6) inches.  The hauling and spreading equipment shall be routed over the fill area so the wheel of this equipment must pass over all the surface of each lift before a new lift is placed.

c.
Track laying equipment (bulldozer) – – the maximum layer thickness before compaction shall be four (4) inches.  The tracks of the equipment shall pass over all of the surface of each lift before a new lift is placed.

Fill not meeting the specified requirements shall be reworked or removed and replaced with acceptable fill.

Unless otherwise noted in Section 6, any of the three methods can be cued for compacting the fill material.

5.
MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT
For items of work, for which specific unit prices are established in the contract, the length of terraces will be determined to the nearest linear foot by measurement of the terrace along the centerline of the channel.

Payment for terraces will be made at the contract unit price.  Such payment will constitute full compensation for all labor, materials, equipment, and all other items necessary and incidental to the performance of the work.

Compensation for any item of work described in the contract but not listed in the bid schedule will be included in the payment of the item of work, which it is, made subsidiary.  Such items and the items to which they are made subsidiary are identified in Section 6 of this specification.
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
