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1. Inundation of lands to provide habitat and refuge
for fish and/or wildlife species that require shallow
water for at least a part of their life cycle
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Initial setting: Where habitat is
needed for wildlife that require
shallow water: (1) on lands
where water can be impounded
or regulated by diking excavating,
ditching, and/or flooding; (2) on
flood plains area that provide
refuge habitats for native fish
during high flow periods
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Effects are qualified with a
plus (+) or minus (-). These
symbols indicate only an
increase (+) or a decrease (-)
in the effect upon the
resource, not whether the
effect is beneficial or
adverse.
