•	 Enhance grassland bird habi-

tat for bobwhite quail and 
greater prairie-chicken.

•	 Improve grassland manage-
ment through grazing plans, 
prescribed fire, and infrastruc-
ture improvement.

Management Practices Eli-
gible for Financial Assistance 
•	 Deferment payment for not 

grazing rangeland. 

•	 Prescribed fire.
•	 Early successional habitat 

management on ungrazed 
grassland areas not enrolled 
in conservation programs. 

•	 Fencing materials and water-
ing facilities for livestock.  

•	 Brush management. 
•	 Establishment of shrub thick-

ets in ungrazed grassland 
areas.

•	 Cropland conversion to up-
land habitat.

•	 Grazing management.
