ACEP-ALE Match Requirements:
1. The Federal share provided by NRCS for enrollments in the agricultural land easement component of
the Agricultural Conservation Easement Program (ACEP-ALE) may not exceed—
a. 50 percent of the fair market value of the agricultural land easement and the eligible entity must
provide an amount that is at least equivalent to the Federal share, or
b. 75 percent of the fair market value of the agricultural land easement for grasslands of special
environmental significance (ACEP-ALE-GSS) enrollments and the eligible entity must provide an
amount that is at least 33.33 percent of the Federal share.
2. An eligible entity may include as part of its share a qualified conservation contribution from the
landowner if the eligible entity contributes its own cash resources in an amount that is at least—
a. 50 percent of the Federal share for all general ACEP-ALE enrollments, or
b. 33.33 percent of the Federal share for ACEP-ALE-GSS enrollment
3. NRCS may waive a portion of the eligible entity cash contribution requirement where, as determined
by NRCS, the parcel is project of special significance, subject to an increase in the private landowner
donation that is equal to the amount of the waiver, if the landowner donation is voluntary, and in active
agricultural production.
4. The eligible entity cash contribution requirement may be adjusted to either of the following:
a. 25 percent or 10 percent of the Federal share for a general ACEP-ALE enrollment, or
b. 8.33 percent or 3.33 percent of the Federal share for an ACEP-ALE-GSS enroliment.
i. The reduction to 10 percent or 3.33 percent of the Federal share is only authorized in States that
offer a State tax credit for a qualified conservation contribution on agricultural land.
ii. The entity must include the name and legal citation to the State Tax Credit program.
5. A waiver of the eligible entity cash contribution does not result in an increase in the Federal share.

Eligible Entity Cash Contribution Requirement Waiver Request Requirements and Instructions:
Waivers are considered on an individual parcel basis and eligible entities must submit one waiver request per
parcel. Waiver requests will be subject to the waiver requirements in place during the fiscal year the parcel
is selected for funding. The waiver of the eligible entity cash contribution requirement is not transferrable
and is only applicable to the parcel for which the waiver was requested. A complete request must be
received prior to State deadlines for the request to be considered in the current fiscal year.

To be considered complete, a request from an eligible entity must include—

A signed letter from the eligible entity to the State Conservationist, identifying the requested reduction
amount to be applied to the eligible entity cash contribution requirement (either 25 or 10 percent for
general ACEP-ALE or either 8.33 or 3.33 percent for ACEP-ALE-GSS).

A signed letter from the landowner, or landowner’s representative confirming that the landowner’s
donation is voluntary and describing the property’s active agricultural production.
