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Initial setting: (1) Irrigated/chemigated
wetland/bog (cropland) where control of
water levels is needed; (2) areas where it is
desirable to provide shallow water areas to
be managed for wildlife; (3) areas that need
water control to decrease runoff and
increase infiltration; or (4) other areas that
need control of water discharge, distribution,
